This week the Victorian Government released its 2009 Budget and | am thrilled to announce that
Healesville High School will be receiving $10.5million for school modernisation as part of the state
government's "Investment in Schools" program. This funding will see a complete re-building of the
school, giving us new classrooms as well as a new library and state-of-the-art facilities. This is a huge
announcement for the school and something we have been working towards for a very long time. |
am sure the school community will now be anxiously awaiting more details of this re-build, such as
when we can expect works to start, and as more information comes to hand we will be sure to keep
everyone well informed of our progress.

The other important event happening at the school this week is that School Council alongside the
Department of Education has begun the process of advertising for a new Principal. The Department of
Education has very clear and very strict guidelines as to the procedure which must be followed when
appointing a new Principal and School Council has a very vital part to play in this process. There are
three members of School Council who have been appointed to the Principal Selection Panel - myself as
School Council President, Carolyn Connell as parent representative and Brian D'Arcy as staff
representative, as well as two representatives from the Department. It will be the role of the
representatives from our school to ensure that the welfare of our school community remains
paramount during this process. Once the process has begun, any matter relating to the selection of a
principal will become confidential until such time as an official announcement of an appointment can
be made.
