Homegroup 7D  
students read excerpts from Prime Minister Paul Keating’s address in 1993 at the interment of the Unknown  
Soldier at the National War Memorial in Canberra. Emily Rhodes read The Ode and students observed a minute silence.

· Over 102,000 Australians have died to protect our freedom? 

· Nearly 62,000 soldiers died in World War I? 

· Of those, 600 were indigenous Australians who, at the time, did not even have the rights of other Australians? 

· 39767 perished in World War II 

· 521 brave Australians died in Vietnam 
On Tuesday many students and staff purchased ‘Poppies’, the flower of remembrance, as a mark of respect for the importance 
of the day.
