Ý Jeans cannot be worn 
Ý If wearing pants, only grey school pants can be worn 
Ý Fully enclosed black shoes must be worn.  
Ý When it is cold and if students need to wear a jumper, students can wear a school pullover, school 

windcheater or school polar fleece jacket. 
Ý Coloured jumpers and ARE NOT allowed. 

Please work with us and support our uniform policy.  
Students who do not comply with the uniform policy will face sanctions. 
Next Friday, 20th March, school photos will be taken. Please make sure that you complete the appropriate form 
and return it to the General Office as soon as possible.
