Our community 
leadership students prepared lunch for the program that day. They did a great job! Congratulations and thanks 
go to those community leadership students and to Ms Gabby Plunkett for all her work in organising the whole 
program. Finally we must thank the Beacon Foundation and the Outer Eastern Local Learning Employment 
Network for sponsoring the whole program for our students. 
This year our school has introduced Building and Construction into the senior program so as to provide an 
additional pathway for students. Healesville HS will continue to develop Vocational pathways. Next year we 
hope to introduce Automotive into our senior offerings.  Currently our school is developing a Trade Training 
Centre application in partnership with Upper Yarra Secondary College, Worowa College, Box Hill Institute, The 
Shire of Yarra Ranges and many local businesses. Our aim is to provide a range of Vocational Education and 
Training programs that reflect the pathways that are possible within the Yarra Valley. If our application is 
successful it could provide another facilities boost to our school so that we can modernise and build facilities in 
our chosen trade areas. The result of our application will not be known for quite some time. Regardless of the 
submission, our school will offer Certificates in Building & Construction and Automotive in 2010. 
We are always proud of the achievements of our students. Again this week our students’ leadership qualities 
were on display. On Wednesday our community leadership students assisted in the supervision of the sports 
program for 32 primary schools from the Yarra Valley area. Yesterday, I received a phone call from St Brigids’s 
congratulating our students for their exemplary behaviour and the excellent way they assisted students 
throughout the day.  Well done again to the students involved. You have been a credit to yourself and to the 
school!
