Dear parents and friends of Healesville High School 
 
As the term comes to an end I would like to remind all parents that Parent Teacher Night is to be held on September 16th. It is important 
for you to come and speak with your childôs teachers so that they can advise you of the progress your child is making and provide 
suggestions for improvement. Interim reports have been completed for Year 10-12 students. As the senior year ends earlier in Term 4 
than the rest of the school it is really a valuable opportunity for input prior to exams and final assignments etc. For year 7-9 this  
parent ï teacher night will also provide feedback for improvement. An interim report will be completed in week 4 of term 4 and sent home 
to inform you of progress made since the parent - teacher meeting. 
It is important that parents make appointments for their meetings. All students have received signup sheets where you can indicate your 
preferred meeting times. Make sure that you see the form and fill it out. Staff will try to accommodate your request to the best of their 
ability. It is your childôs responsibility to make the appointments by passing on your requests to their teachers This method 
ensures that you have a time to see staff. Staff will prioritise parents who have made appointments. Staff will only be able to see 
parents without appointments if they are free. 
I would like to again encourage you all to attend Parent ï Teacher Night. Staff will be available from 4 ï 5.30pm and then again from 
6.30pm until 8pm. Please make the effort to be involved in this important aspect of your childôs education. 
Next week I will be attending a Maths Conference in Adelaide. Our school, in conjunction with our local primary schools have entered into 
a program to improve the numeracy of our students. The initial focus is our indigenous students but the program is relevant to all 
students. Our staff will work with the primary school to improve the consistency of mathematical instruction across our schools and we 
believe that this will make a real difference to the numeracy outcomes for all students. The initial focus will be Year 7&8. This year we 
have also made changes to the way Maths is taught in Year 9&10 as we expect that this will have very positive results. 
In our society cyber ï bullying is a real issue. We see it reported in the media on a regular basis. As you know while at school students 
should not use their phones inappropriately e.g. make or receive calls or SMS in class. When this occurs we will collect the phones and 
students can retrieve them from the General Office at the end of the school day.  Parents can support us by not asking students to contact 
them during school time. All contact should come through the General Office. 
Families need to be aware that people who create, record or distribute material of an alleged crime or matters to do with cyber bullying 
can be investigated under the Federal Governmentôs telecommunication legislation. It is a crime to be involved in any form of  
cyber bullying.  Please take the time to talk to your children about these matters. Parents can also help  by monitoring your childôs 
activities. E.g. What is being written on Facebook or MSN, How are your children using their phones including cameras? 
Your assistance and vigilance can reduce the incidence of Cyber Bullying. For further information families can call the Cybersafety 
Contact Centre 1800 880 176 or visit www.cybersmartkids.com.au.  It is important to remind students of the need to be extremely careful 
in traffic whilst walking and riding to and from school.  It has been brought to our attention that some students are taking very unnecessary 
and dangerous risks, especially along McGregor Avenue, near Monda Lodge.  Please take care.

Allowance  Eligibility 

NEW APPLICANTS ðEffective 1st July 2009 
§ Students considering leaving school before                

completing year 12 should be aware that these changes 
may affect their entitlements.   

§ The new requirements mean that most new               
applicants for youth allowance who do not have a year 
12 or certificate II qualification will be required to be in 
study or training at least 25 hours per week to be eligible 
to receive Youth Allowance. 

§ Those people in part time study or training (totalling less 
than 25 hours per week) will have to undertake further 
activities, such as part time work, volunteer work, or 
youth programs, to receive Youth Allowance. 

EXISTING RECIPIENTS OF YOUTH  
ALLOWANCE Effective 1st January 2010  
For those people already receiving Youth Allowance before 1st 
July 2009, the changes outlined above will not apply until 1st
